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Cosmopolitan Ermoupoli
Ermoupoli, the largest city and capi-
tal of the Cyclades, is full of impressive
mansions. Head to Miaouli Square,
where the ceiling of the Town Hall,
completed in 1891 to a design by Ger-
man architect Ernst Ziller, boasts mas-
terful frescoes. It also houses the Pan-
cycladic Archaeological Museum,
which showcases finds from the Cha-
landriani archaeological site, dating
back to the 3rd millennium BC. Near-
by is the Apollo Theatre (Vardaka
Square). Built in 1862 and considered a
miniature version of La Scala in Milan,
its gorgeous frescoes depict European
classical composers. The fascinating
Industrial Museum (11 Georgiou
Papandreou St, ketepo.gr) showcases
the island's industrial history, an unu-
sual example being the Enfield-Neori-
on 8000 electric car, manufactured on
Syros in the early 1970s. Visit the Va-
poria neighbourhood with its many
large mansions built by shipowners.

Agios Nikolaos Church in Vapo-
ria neighbourhood, with its blue dome
and sensational icons, is a must-see, as
are the Church of the Resurrection
(Anastaseos) on top of Vrodado Hill
and the Catholic Cathedral of Agi-
os Georgios in Ano Syros. Ermoupo-
li is one of the few places in the world
where Orthodox and Catholic Chris-
tians celebrate Easter together, offer-
ing visitors an unrivalled experience,
especially on Good Friday, when all
the Epitaphios processions from every
church converge on Miaouli Square.
For dining, the Mammo Wine &
Food Bar (38 Akti Petrou Ralli, tel.
22810-76.410) offers a wide range of
wines served by the glass and a menu
featuring original breakfast choices.
For delicious kakavia fisherman’s stew
and brill soup, head to the Plora Pri-
ma fish taverna (20 Akti Petrou Ral-
li, tel. 22810-80.900). Exceptional lo-
cal cuisine is served at Archontariki
tis Maritsas (8 Emmanouil Roidi St,
tel. 22810-81.744). On Vardaka Square
you'll find Oneiro (tel. 22810-79.4106),
with good classic Greek cuisine such as
roast lamb from nearby Naxos served
with wild greens, as well as live jazz
nights at its recently opened bar. Tar-
sanas (13 Iroon Polytechniou St, tel.
22810-77.667) is a traditional ouzeri,
where you can accompany the Greek
spirit with a variety of splendid small
meze dishes.

For coffee, try the classic
Café Greco (9 Parou St), or, for a more
traditional experience, Megaron (35
Protopapadaki St) and the Elliniko
Kafeneio (Koutsodonti Square), which
are housed in neoclassical buildings.
Fancy an evening drink? Consider the
Kouchico café-bar (Emmanouil Roidi
& Souri St), which serves exceptional
cocktails, lively Piramatiko (Miaouli
Square), Barola (40 Akti Petrou Ral-
li), and Laoutari (Thermopylon 18),
a new arrival in Ermoupoli offering
live rembetika and delicious accom-
panying dishes. Elia (32 Chiou St), in a
premises graced with delightful wood-
en elements on the upper level and li-
brary featuring a large collection of
travel guides, is ideal for a nightcap.

The unrivalled

beauty of Ano Syros
The main features of Agios Georgios
hill, also known as Ano (Upper) Syr-
o0s, are the handsome traditional hous-
es and its thousands of steps. Grab
one of the few tables at Feggari (Ano
Syros Square) to relax with a coffee,
homemade orange pie, and jazz mu-
sic while gazing out on the sensation-
al view. Pick up homemade marma-
lades, onion chutney and traditional
rusks at Maison de Meze (19 Don lo-
annou Stefanou St). A fascinating mu-
seum called the Traditional Profes-
sions Exhibition (visits by arrange-
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pnxavés kat epyakeia erayyeApdrwy dmweg Tov TOAYKAPN, TOL PIApUITEPN, TOL pAPTI,
Tov yahatd kai tov kaAaBomiéxtn.

ment only, tel. 6945-499.634) displays
old machines and tools once used by
local craftsmen. Finally, visit the Our
Lady of Mt Carmel Church, dating
back to 1640, with its imposing icon,
and the Capuchin Monastery featur-
ing the Church of Agios loannis, built
in 1635. The Catholic Cathedral of St
George is currently closed to visitors
due to restoration work.

Out of town

A visit to Dellagrazia, aka Poseido-
nia, a village filled with beautiful old
mansions, is well worth the effort.
For a tasty choice of meze dishes, in-
cluding squid stuffed with feta and
myzithra cheese, try Melidron (tel.
222810-45.023), while Kyverneio (tel.
22810.42-533) makes for a good cof-
fee rest stop. In the village of Galis-
sa, walk up to the peaceful Agia Pak-
ou Chapel and enjoy the view. In San
Michalis, see the picturesque church
of the same name, then fuel up at the
Plakostroto taverna (Ano Meria, tel.
697%-980.248), which offers a view of
the Aegean Sea. A little further on, at
the village of Chalandriani, an Early
Cycladic period cemetery and the pre-
historic settlement of Kastrios have
been excavated. At Ano Manna, the
Zozefino traditional cheesemakers pro-
duce spicy graviera and the renowned
local San Michali cheese, or “Greek
parmesan.” Another delightful out-of-
town trip is to the village of Chroussa,
with its many mansions and the Agios
Spyridonas and Panagia Faneromeni
churches at the top of the hill, where a
14th-century chapel also stands.
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
